Flood Hazard Information

The Town of Ocean Ridge has been verfied as a Class 7 community in the Mational Flood Insurance Program (MFIP)
Community Rating System (CAS) under the direction of the Federal Management Association (FEMA). As a result of our MFIP
participation, homecwners receive a 15% discount for the Special Flood Hazard Areas (SFHA) and 5% discount for non-SFHA
on floed insurance. Since typical homeowner policies DO NOT cowver losses due to flooding, the Town strongly recommends
that everyone purchase a flocd insumnce policy. During sxtended pericds of haswy rainfall, low ling neighborhoods within the
Towen are subject to flooding. SlDce YOUr property 15 In of nedr § SFHA, this information will address areas to protect you and

Bood Hazgard: A flood hszard can ocour when
tropical storms, huricanes or other hesvy rainstommes
gre  Sppsrent. Atlhough the Town has not
expoerienced any major floods, the Special Flood
Hszard Ameas are located east of the Intracoastal and
wast of the Atlantic Ocean.

Food Waming Sy stem: Palm Beach County
depends on the Mational Weather Sarvice (WNW.S) for
flood recognition. The MNWS will issue a flood
advisory for Palm Beach County at least sk (8) hours
before expected rainfall would overflow drainage
systemns and causs the izolation of structums by the
inlard pording of flood waters. Stay tuned to local TV
or radio stations known to have active news bumau
imformmation. When flood wamings are izsusd, it will
be done by sirens and lbudspeakers from police
wvahicles who will give evacuation routes. The main
evacuation route will be ATA.

Flood Safety: If you are advized to evacuats, tum off
utilities at the main switches or valves. Disconnect
electrical appliances, but do not touch any ekectrical
asquipment if you are wet or standing in watear. Awvoid
running washes or unstable banks. Do not drive
through a flooded area or around road bamiers; the
roads or bridges further down may be washed out.

Flood Insurance: Flooding is not coversd by nomnal
homeowners' insurance but flood insumnce is through
the Mational Flood Insurance Progmm. This
ingurance ki backed by the Federal Gowvernrment.
Cnce insurance is obtained, there B a 30-day delay
before the policy is in full force and effect. You can
insure your home with flood insumnce for up to:
$250,000 for the bullding & $100,000 for your
conténts.

# Store materials like sandbags, plywood, plastic
shesting and lurnber to protect your house from
flood waters and to make quick repairs after a
savamns storm.

#  SBecure your home before lesving. Bring outdoor
balongings such as garbsge cans, gamden
aquipment and fumiture inside the houss or tie
them dewn sscursly. Move essential ters and
fumiture to the upper floors; lock doors and
windows.

* Board up windows or protect them with storm
shuttars.

Drainage Svstem Malnenanee: kis ilegal for any
direct or indirect entry of amy solid, liquid or gasesous
matter to enter the drainage system. Proper drainage
will help reduce the risk of flooding. We inspect the
drainage systemn and remove blockages that are
found or reported. If you live near any area where
water flows, you can help in this process by keeping
the banks clear of brush and debris. Reports of any
violations ghould b2 made to Town Hall at 732-2835.

Natural and Beneficial Functions: Cerain amas of
the Town provide a natural and beneficial function to
the floodplain. These areas include the Ocean Ridge
Matural Area and the Woolbright Detention Pond as
well as other water catchment areas. These areas of
Ocaan Ridge act as a natuml storage area for flood
waters which reduce the possibility of flooding nearby
rasidences and help to recharge our groundester
aquifer. Please halp keep these areas natural and
beautiful by reporting any illegal dumping and littering
violations tothe Town at T32-2835.

Elevatlion Certlflcates and Cratenm inations:
To obtain slevation certificates for building in the
floodplain  or for other pertinent information on
flooding, please call Town Hall. Also, the Town
provides map determinations to let you know § you
are in & flood hazard area and i you are required by
Fadaral Law to camy flood insurance. Call T32-2635
