This is a reminder that Town Hall mailed
the annual garbage/trash bills at the end of Sep-
tember and will be mailing alarm bills to our resi-
dents in October. Both bills are for the fiscal year
2011-2012. The garbage/trash new rate is $222
for single family and $155.40 per unit for multi-
family. The alarm rate remains unchanged at
$180 with user fee of $2.00. A sample of the in-
voice with an explanation of the late-fee tier can
be viewed on page 10.

Miami Dolphins Cycling Challenge (D.C.C.)

On Saturday, November 5, 2011 and Sunday, November 6, 2011 the Miami Dolphins will be
sponsoring their second annual two-day bicycling event that will travel between Sun Life Stadium in
Miami Gardens and City Place in West Palm Beach. Saturday’s ride is 100 miles long and Sun-
day’s route will cover 70 miles. This is a fundraising event with the proceeds going to research at
the University of Miami's Sylvester Comprehensive Cancer Center. Last year's inaugural ride re-
sulted in donations totaling over $300,000.

The D.C.C. is modeled after the Pan-Massachusetts Challenge, the most successful athletic
fundraiser in America; which has raised over $300,000,000 for cancer research and care in the last
32 years.

The ride will travel thru Ocean Ridge on A1A on both days. As of this writing, the plan antici-
pates the riders will be in our area during the following periods:

Front Park.

October is ako the season for carving pumpking, haunted houses, gobling, ghosts and trick ortreat Halloween is
the beginning of the holiday season.

Speaking of seasons, October is also the beginning of tourist season in South Florida. The good news is that
tourist season means a boost to our local economy.  The Palm Beach County Convention & Visitors Bureau
reports that tourism generates a direct annual economic impact of $2.2 billion for our county.  That total includes
$23 million in bed-tax revenue and approximately $623 million in lodging salkes.

Did you know that if you rent or lease accommodations for & months or less you are required to pay Tourist
Devalopment Tax (TOT) which is 5 parcant of the total rental amount? Step one is to fill out an application for a
tourist teor number. Applications are available on our wabsite orat any of our service lbcations.

TOT applies to rentals for hotel, apartment-hotel, motel, resort motel, towrist or trailer camp, condominium,
coopearativaely- ow ned apartmeant, multiple-unit sthucture, single-family homea, mobile home, garage aparment,
beach house, cottage, short-term rental, vacation home or room in a home wsed for living quartars.

The tax is five (5) percent of the rent amount. TDT payments are dua on the first of the month and becomea
delinquent if not postmarked or paid by the 20™ of the month. Payments are accepted by mail or at one of &
somvice caenters (Lantana and PGA driver licansa centers do not accept TOT paymeants). If mailing your paymeant
please address the envelope to Constitutional Tax Collector, Post Office Box 3715, West Palm Beach, FL 33402-
ars.

Also, keep your eyes out for Property Tax Motices which will be mailed on October 317, Property taxes are
payable Novembear 1 through March 31st.  If you are abla to pay during the month of November you will raceive a
four (492) percent discount.

There ara saveral options available for propary tax payments baginning Movember 1, as follows:

* You can pay online with either a credit card or an electronic check. Please note that cradit card
companies charge a 2.35 percent convenience fee for credit camds transactions. There is no charge for
using an electronic check.

* You can mail your payment to Post Office Box 3715, West Palm Beach, FL 33402-3715. Please use tha
envelope provided with your Tax Notice, Also please do not use staples or paper clips. Or you can drop
off your payment to one of our sarvice canters.  If going to PGA, please pay at the County Courthouse
location. Drop boxes are available at each location so you do not have to wait in ling.

Wa only accept check or cash paymeants at our sarvice centers.

Cur officas, espacially our South County office, get increasingly busy as the season kicks in. We do post wait
times for our high volume servicas including property tax and driver license on our website at

warw tprcollectopbe com.  Stay tuned for more information on propery taxes and ways to avoid long lines and
wait times.

Turtle Research

Even though Turtle Season ends October 31, Jacey
Biery of Palm Beach County ERM, would like to share re-
search recently conducted on Sea Turtles: Research
funded by the Sea Turtle License Plate grant program was @& ¥
conducted in the last week of August and the first week of
September. Approximately 60 kilometers of vessel-based i
transects were conducted in the Little Munyon Island area,
and juvenile green sea turtles were observed 215 times.
Sixteen turtles were captured and measurements and
blood samples were taken. The turtles were tagged and
then released back into the Little Munyon Island area.
Seven of the 16 turtles captured had visible fibropapilloma tumors, and one individual (pictured right)
had severe tumors and was taken to a rehabilitation facility. A similar effort was conducted in the
Lagoon near the Boynton Beach Inlet but only 5 turtles were observed there. It is not known why
there would be such a dramatic difference. To read more about the turtle research, please see the
article by Sun-Sentinel here.
